5. Pray for the Persecuted Church: DRC| 50 PEOPLE KILLED AND 31,600 

DISPLACED Members of the Allied Democratic Forces (ADF) have killed 

about 50 civilians in attacks on Muchacha and Babesua in the Mambasa 

territory of the eastern Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). The violence has 

displaced more than 31,600 people. In Muchacha, churches were empty after 

the attack, and in Babesua, the fighters closed churches, schools, and health 

facilities. The villages are located inside the UNESCO Okapi nature reserve. 

This area is internationally known for gold mines and close to the Ugandan 

border.  Please pray: Thank God for the escape of the reverend’s son from 

captivity.  Pray for comfort for the grieving and for church leaders who continue 

to bury their members.  Pray for strengthening for the Church in the face of 

these attacks. Pray for the Lord to meet the needs of the believers in different 

ways, and also, for the displaced in Mambasa, Nia-Nia, Bafwasende, etc.  Pray 

for divine encounters for the attackers and kidnappers to surrender their lives to 

Jesus. Continue praying for successful military operations aimed at securing the 

Eastern DRC against Islamic extremist attacks.
